Minnesota State Colleges and Universities; the Higher Education Services Office; the Perpich
Center for Arts Education; and the Minnesota Zoological Board.

A position designated by an appointing authority according to this subdivision must meet the
following standards and criteria:

(1) the designation of the position would not be contrary to other law relating specifically to
that agency;

(2) the person occupying the position would report directly to the agency head or, deputy
agency head, or assistant agency head and would be designated as part of the agency head’s
management team;

(3) the duties of the position would involve significant discretion and substantial involvement
in the development, interpretation, and implementation of agency policy;

(4) the duties of the position would not require primarily personnel, accounting, or other
technical expertise where continuity in the position would be important;

(5) there would be a need for the person occupying the position to be accountable to, loyal to,
and compatible with, the governor and the agency head, the employing statutory board or
commission, or the employing constitutional officer;
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(6) the position would be at the level of division or bureau director or assistant to the agency
head; and

(7) the commissioner has approved the designation as being consistent with the standards and
criteria in this subdivision."

Amend the title as follows:

Page 1, delete lines 4 and 5 and insert "2002, sections 43A.30, subdivision 5; 43A.319;
Minnesota Statutes 2003 Supplement, section 43A.08, subdivision 1a."
