(8) existing or potential environmenta problems and whether the proposed action is likely to
improve or resolve these problems;

(9) plans and programs by the municipality for providing needed governmental servicesto the
subject area;

(10) an analysis of the fiscal impact on the municipality, the subject area, and adjacent units of
local government, including net tax capacity and the present bonded indebtedness, and the local tax
rates of the county, school district, and township;

(11) relationship and effect of the proposed action on affected and adjacent school districts and
communities;

(12) adequacy of town government to deliver services to the subject area;

(13) analysis of whether necessary governmental services can best be provided through the
proposed action or another type of boundary adjustment; and

(14) if only a part of a township is annexed, the ability of the remainder of the township
to continue or the feasibility of it being incorporated separately or being annexed to another
municipality.

Any party to the proceeding may present evidence and testimony on any of the above factors at the
hearing on the matter.
