The following bill was read the first time.

H.F. No. 841: A bill for an act relating to the military; granting resident status for purposes of
higher education grants and scholarships to certain active members of the military who reside in the
state; requiring a report; amending Minnesota Statutes 2014, section 136A.101, subdivision 8.

Referred to the Committee on Finance.

S.F. No. 380: A bill for an act relating to health; modifying exemption procedures related to
immunizations; amending Minnesota Statutes 2014, section 121A.15, subdivision 3.

Reports the same back with the recommendation that the bill be amended as follows:
Delete everything after the enacting clause and insert:
"Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 2014, section 121A.15, subdivision 3, is amended to read:

Subd. 3. Exemptions from immunizations. (a) If a person is at least seven years old and has
not been immunized against pertussis, the person must not be required to be immunized against
pertussis.

(b) If a person is at least 18 years old and has not completed a series of immunizations against
poliomyelitis, the person must not be required to be immunized against poliomyelitis.

(c) If a statement, signed by a physician, is submitted to the administrator or other person having
general control and supervision of the school or child care facility stating that an immunization
is contraindicated for medical reasons or that laboratory confirmation of the presence of adequate
immunity exists, the immunization specified in the statement need not be required.

A child shall be exempt, in whole or in part, from the immunization requirements of subdivision 1,
upon the submission to the administrator or other person having general control and supervision of
the school, school-based early childhood program as defined by Minnesota Rules, part 4604.0200,
or child care facility of a certificate of exemption, using a form developed by the commissioner
of health. The certificate may be completed on paper or produced by entry in the Minnesota
Immunization Information Connection. The certificate must state that the parent or guardian, or
the child if emancipated, is declining one or more required immunizations on the basis of their
personal beliefs. The certificate must contain the following:

(1) specification of the particular vaccine or vaccines for which an exemption is being requested;

(2) a statement from a health care provider, including a licensed physician, licensed physician
assistant, or advanced practice registered nurse, as defined in section 148.171, subdivision 3, who
provides immunizations, containing the health care provider's name, address, and phone number,
and verifying that:
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(i) the health care provider has entered into the child's medical record a statement written by the
parent or guardian, or by the child if emancipated, which explains the reasons for requesting the
exemption; and

(ii) the health care provider has reviewed with the parent or guardian, or the child if emancipated,
information about the risks and benefits of the vaccines that is consistent with information published
by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention; and

(3) an acknowledgement that the child may be prohibited from attending school, school-based
early childhood programs as defined by Minnesota Rules, part 4604.0200, or the child care facility
during an outbreak of the disease for which the child has not been immunized.

(e) If the person is under 15 months, the person is not required to be immunized against measles,
rubella, or mumps.

(f) If a person is at least five years old and has not been immunized against haemophilus

influenzae type b, the person is not required to be immunized against haemophilus influenzae type
b.

(g) If a person who is not a Minnesota resident enrolls in a Minnesota school online learning
course or program that delivers instruction to the person only by computer and does not provide any
teacher or instructor contact time or require classroom attendance, the person is not subject to the
immunization, statement, and other requirements of this section.

(h) A person who has submitted a certificate of exemption under paragraph (d) prior to entering
grade 7 must renew the certificate, in the form and manner specified by the commissioner of health,
or meet the requirements of subdivision 1, whenever a new immunization requirement applies to
the person, including in order to enroll in grade 7.

EFFECTIVE DATE. This section is effective August 1, 2016."

(4) demonstrate the manufacturer's and suppliers' total combined experience as supported by
evidence of years of solar manufacturing experience, manufacturing certifications, component
sourcing criteria, testing, and number of years of actual field experience;

(5) have the projected performance of the solar modules over an expected life of 30 years or
more as supported by product design, third-party lab testing, and manufacturers and component
suppliers' field experience;

(6) have the projected durability, safety, and reliability of the solar modules over an expected
life of 30 years or more, as supported by product design, third-party lab testing, and manufacturers'
and component suppliers' field experience;

(7) offer a minimum ten-year solar module workmanship warranty and 30-year solar module
power warranty, with a minimum warranted power performance of 80 percent in year 30; and

(8) provide a third-party certification supporting the environmental sustainability of module
component sources and manufacturing processes.

EFFECTIVE DATE. This section is effective the day following final enactment."

(1) substance abuse prevention programs, gang programs, informant fees, buy money, witness
protection, and victim reparation;

(2) travel, meals, entertainment, training, and conferences;

(3) vehicles, canines, firearms, police equipment, furniture, computers, office equipment, and
other capital equipment; and

(4) other uses.

Subd. 3. Forms; state auditor examinations. The data shall be supplied upon forms prescribed
by the state auditor, and all public officials so called upon shall fill out properly and return promptly
all forms so transmitted. The state auditor or assistants, may examine local records in order to
complete or verify the information.

EFFECTIVE DATE. This section applies to reporting of financial information for years ending
on or after December 31, 2016.

Subd. 10. Disposition of forfeited vehicle. (a) If the vehicle is administratively forfeited under
subdivision 8, or if the court finds under subdivision 9 that the vehicle is subject to forfeiture under
subdivisions 6 and 7, the appropriate agency shall:

(1) sell the vehicle and distribute the proceeds under paragraph (b); or

(2) keep the vehicle for official use. If the agency keeps a forfeited off-highway vehicle for

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available for use by the agency's officers who participate in off-highway vehicle enforcement or
education programs.

(10) adjudication as mentally incompetent, mentally ill, or developmentally disabled, or as a
chemically dependent person, a person dangerous to the public, a sexually dangerous person, or a
person who has a sexual psychopathic personality by a court of competent jurisdiction, within or
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without this state. Such adjudication shall automatically suspend a license for the duration of the
license unless the board orders otherwise;

(11) engaging in unprofessional conduct which includes any departure from or the failure to
conform to the minimal standards of acceptable and prevailing practice in which case actual injury
to a patient need not be established;

(12) inability to practice optometry with reasonable skill and safety to patients by reason of
illness, use of alcohol, drugs, narcotics, chemicals, or any other type of material or as a result of
any mental or physical condition, including deterioration through the aging process or loss of motor
skills;

(13) revealing a privileged communication from or relating to a patient except when otherwise
required or permitted by law;

(14) improper management of medical records, including failure to maintain adequate medical
records, to comply with a patient's request made pursuant to sections 144.291 to 144.298 or to
furnish a medical record or report required by law;

(15) fee splitting, including without limitation:

(i) paying, offering to pay, receiving, or agreeing to receive a commission, rebate, or
remuneration, directly or indirectly, primarily for the referral of patients or the prescription of
drugs or devices; and

(i1) dividing fees with another optometrist, other health care provider, or a professional
corporation, unless the division is in proportion to the services provided and the responsibility
assumed by each professional and the optometrist has disclosed the terms of the division;

(16) engaging in abusive or fraudulent billing practices, including violations of the federal
Medicare and Medicaid laws or state medical assistance laws;

(17) becoming addicted or habituated to a drug or intoxicant;

(18) prescribing a drug or device for other than accepted therapeutic or experimental or
investigative purposes authorized by the state or a federal agency;

(19) engaging in conduct with a patient which is sexual or may reasonably be interpreted by the
patient as sexual, or in any verbal behavior which is seductive or sexually demeaning to a patient;

(20) failure to make reports as required by section 148.604 or to cooperate with an investigation
of the board as required by section 148.606;

(21) knowingly providing false or misleading information that is directly related to the care of
a patient; and

(22) practice of a board-regulated profession under lapsed or nonrenewed credentials.

Sec. 9. [148.604] REPORTING OBLIGATIONS.

Subdivision 1. Permission to report. A person who has knowledge of any conduct constituting
grounds for discipline under sections 148.52 to 148.62 may report the violation to the board.

Subd. 2. Institutions. Any hospital, clinic, prepaid medical plan, or other health care institution
or organization located in this state shall report to the board any action taken by the institution
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or organization or any of its administrators or medical or other committees to revoke, suspend,
restrict, or condition an optometrist's privilege to practice or treat patients in the institution, or as
part of the organization, any denial of privileges, or any other disciplinary action. The institution
or organization shall also report the resignation of any optometrist prior to the conclusion of any
disciplinary proceeding, or prior to the commencement of formal charges but after the optometrist
had knowledge that formal charges were contemplated or in preparation. Each report made under
this subdivision must state the nature of the action taken, state in detail the reasons for the action,
and identify the specific patient medical records upon which the action was based. No report shall
be required of an optometrist voluntarily limiting the practice of the optometrist at a hospital
provided that the optometrist notifies all hospitals where the optometrist has privileges of the
voluntary limitation and the reasons for it.

Subd. 3. Licensed professionals. A licensed optometrist shall report to the board personal
knowledge of any conduct by any optometrist which the person reasonably believes constitutes
grounds for disciplinary action under sections 148.52 to 148.62, including any conduct indicating
that the person may be incompetent, may have engaged in unprofessional conduct, or may be
physically unable to safely engage in the practice of optometry.

Subd. 4. Self-reporting. An optometrist shall report to the board any personal action which
would require that a report be filed with the board by any person, health care facility, business, or
organization pursuant to subdivisions 2 and 3.

Subd. 5. Deadlines; forms; rulemaking. Reports required by subdivisions 2 to 4 must be
submitted not later than 30 days after the occurrence of the reportable event or transaction. The
board may provide forms for the submission of reports required by this section, may require that
reports be submitted on the forms provided, and may adopt rules necessary to ensure prompt and
accurate reporting.

Subd. 6. Subpoenas. The board may issue subpoenas for the production of any reports required
by subdivisions 2 to 4 or any related documents.

Sec. 10. [148.605] IMMUNITY.

Subdivision 1. Reporting. Any person, health care facility, business, or organization is immune
from civil liability or criminal prosecution for submitting a report to the board pursuant to section
148.604 or for otherwise reporting to the board violations or alleged violations of section 148.603,
if they are acting in good faith and in the exercise of reasonable care.

Subd. 2. Investigation; indemnification. (a) Members of the board, persons employed by
the board, consultants retained by the board for the purpose of investigation of violations, the
preparation of charges, and management of board orders on behalf of the board, are immune
from civil liability and criminal prosecution for any actions, transactions, or publications in the
execution of, or relating to, their duties under sections 148.52 to 148.62, if they are acting in good
faith and in the exercise of reasonable care.

(b) Members of the board and persons employed by the board or engaged in maintaining
records and making reports regarding adverse health care events are immune from civil liability
and criminal prosecution for any actions, transactions, or publications in the execution of, or
relating to, their duties under sections 148.52 to 148.62, if they are acting in good faith and in the
exercise of reasonable care.

(a) is considered a state employee under section 3.736, subdivision 9.

Sec. 11. [148.606] OPTOMETRIST COOPERATION.

An optometrist who is the subject of an investigation by or on behalf of the board shall cooperate
fully with the investigation. Cooperation includes responding fully and promptly to any question
raised by or on behalf of the board relating to the subject of the investigation and providing copies of
patient medical records, as reasonably requested by the board, to assist the board in its investigation.
If the board does not have written consent from a patient permitting access to the patient's records,
the optometrist shall delete any data in the record which identifies the patient before providing it to
the board. The board shall maintain any records obtained pursuant to this section as investigative
data pursuant to chapter 13.

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(c) The authorizer may prevent an approved charter school from opening for operation if, among
other grounds, the charter school violates this section or does not meet the ready-to-open standards
that are part of the authorizer's oversight and evaluation process or are stipulated in the charter
school contract.

(d) The operators authorized to organize and operate a school, before entering into a contract
or other agreement for professional or other services, goods, or facilities, must incorporate as
a nonprofit corporation under chapter 317A and must establish a board of directors composed
of at least five members who are not related parties until a timely election for members of the
ongoing charter school board of directors is held according to the school's articles and bylaws
under paragraph (f). A charter school board of directors must be composed of at least five members
who are not related parties. Staff members employed at the school, including teachers providing
instruction under a contract with a cooperative, members of the board of directors, and all parents
or legal guardians of children enrolled in the school are the voters eligible to elect the members
of the school's board of directors. A charter school must notify eligible voters of the school board
election dates at least 30 days before the election. Board of director meetings must comply with
chapter 13D.

(e) A charter school shall publish and maintain on the school's official Web site: (1) the minutes
of meetings of the board of directors, and of members and committees having any board-delegated
authority, for at least one calendar year from the date of publication; (2) directory information
for members of the board of directors and committees having board-delegated authority; and (3)
identifying and contact information for the school's authorizer. Identifying and contact information
for the school's authorizer must be included in other school materials made available to the public.
Upon request of an individual, the charter school must also make available in a timely fashion
financial statements showing all operations and transactions affecting income, surplus, and deficit
during the school's last annual accounting period; and a balance sheet summarizing assets and
liabilities on the closing date of the accounting period. A charter school also must include that same
information about its authorizer in other school materials that it makes available to the public.

() Every charter school board member shall attend annual training throughout the member's
term on the board. All new board members shall attend initial training on the board's role and
responsibilities, employment policies and practices, and financial management. A new board
member who does not begin the required initial training within six months after being seated and
complete that training within 12 months of being seated on the board is automatically ineligible
to continue to serve as a board member. The school shall include in its annual report the training
attended by each board member during the previous year.

(g) The ongoing board must be elected before the school completes its third year of operation.
Board elections must be held during the school year but may not be conducted on days when the
school is closed for holidays, breaks, or vacations. The charter school board of directors shall be
composed of at least five nonrelated members and include: (i) at least one licensed teacher employed
as a teacher at the school or providing instruction under contract between the charter school and a
cooperative; (ii) at least one parent or legal guardian of a student enrolled in the charter school
who is not an employee of the charter school; and (iii) at least one interested community member
who resides in Minnesota and is not employed by the charter school and does not have a child
enrolled in the school. The board may include a majority of teachers described in this paragraph
or parents or community members, or it may have no clear majority. The chief financial officer
and the chief administrator may only serve as ex-officio nonvoting board members. No charter
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school employees shall serve on the board other than teachers under item (i). Contractors providing
facilities, goods, or services to a charter school shall not serve on the board of directors of the charter
school. Board bylaws shall outline the process and procedures for changing the board's governance
structure, consistent with chapter 317A. A board may change its governance structure only:

(1) by a majority vote of the board of directors and a majority vote of the licensed teachers
employed by the school as teachers, including licensed teachers providing instruction under a
contract between the school and a cooperative; and

(2) with the authorizer's approval.

Any change in board governance structure must conform with the composition of the board
established under this paragraph.

(h) The granting or renewal of a charter by an authorizer must not be conditioned upon the
bargaining unit status of the employees of the school.

(i) The granting or renewal of a charter school by an authorizer must not be contingent on
the charter school being required to contract, lease, or purchase services from the authorizer.
Any potential contract, lease, or purchase of service from an authorizer must be disclosed to the
commissioner, accepted through an open bidding process, and be a separate contract from the
charter contract. The school must document the open bidding process. An authorizer must not enter
into a contract to provide management and financial services for a school that it authorizes, unless
the school documents that it received at least two competitive bids.

(j) A charter school may apply to the authorizer to amend the school charter to expand the
operation of the school to additional grades or sites that would be students' primary enrollment site
beyond those defined in the original affidavit approved by the commissioner. After approving the
school's application, the authorizer shall submit a supplementary affidavit in the form and manner
prescribed by the commissioner. The authorizer must file a supplement affidavit by October 1 to
be eligible to expand in the next school year. The supplementary affidavit must document that the
school has demonstrated to the satisfaction of the authorizer the following:

(e) A school district may employ only an interpreter/transliterator who has been certified under
paragraph (a) or (b), or for whom a time-limited extension has been granted under paragraph (d).

Oral or cued speech transliterators. (a) In addition to any other requirements that
a school district establishes, any person employed to provide oral transliterating or cued speech
transliterating services on a full-time or part-time basis for a school district after July 1, 2000, must
hold a current applicable transliterator certificate awarded by the national certifying association or
comparable state certification from the commissioner of education.
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(b) To provide oral or cued speech transliterator services on a full-time or part-time basis, a
person employed in a school district must comply with paragraph (a). The commissioner shall
grant a nonrenewable, two-year certificate to a school district on behalf of a person who has not
yet attained a current applicable transliterator certificate under paragraph (a). A person for whom
a nonrenewable, two-year certificate is issued must work under the direction of a licensed teacher
who is skilled in language development of individuals who are deaf or hard-of-hearing. A person for
whom a nonrenewable, two-year certificate is issued also must enroll in a state-approved training
program and demonstrate progress towards the certification required under paragraph (a) sufficient
for the person to be certified at the end of the two-year period.

(c) Consistent with the requirements of this paragraph, a person holding a provisional certificate
may apply to the commissioner for one time-limited extension. The commissioner, in consultation
with the Commission Serving Deaf and Hard-of-Hearing People, must grant the person a
time-limited extension of the provisional certificate based on the following documentation:

(1) letters of support from the person's mentor, a parent of a pupil the person serves, the special
education director of the district in which the person is employed, and a representative from the
regional service center of the deaf and hard-of-hearing;

The board must provide necessary transportation to-and-from
the-heme-of consistent with section 123B.92, subdivision 1, paragraph (b), clause (4), for a child
with a disability not yet enrolled in kindergarten when for the provision of special instruction and
services under sections 125A.03 to 125A.24, 125A.26 to 125A.48, and 125A.65 areprovided-ina
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tocationrother-thaninthechild'shome. Special instruction and services for a child with a disability

not yet enrolled in kindergarten include an individualized education program team placement
in an early childhood program when that placement is necessary to address the child's level of
functioning and needs. When transportation is provided, scheduling of routes, establishment of
the location of bus stops, manner and method of transportation, control and discipline of school
children, the determination of fees, and any other matter relating thereto must be within the sole
discretion, control, and management of the board. The district may provide for the transportation
of pupils or expend a reasonable amount for room and board of pupils whose attendance at school
can more economically and conveniently be provided for by that means or who attend school in a
building rented or leased by a district within the confines of an adjacent district.

Subd. 3. Definitions. For purposes of this section and section 125A.027, the following terms
have the meanings given them:

(viii) Juvenile Court Act services provided under sections 260.011 to 260.91; 260B.001 to
260B.446; and 260C.001 to 260C.451;

(ix) Minnesota Comprehensive Children's Mental Health Act under section 245.487;
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(x) the community health services grants under sections 145.88 to 145.9266;

(xi) the Local Public Health Act under chapter 145A; and

(xii) the Vulnerable Children and Adults Act, sections 256M.60 to 256M.80;

(2) service provision and funding that can be coordinated through:

(i) the children's mental health collaborative under section 245.493;

(i1) the family services collaborative under section 124D.23;

(iii) the community transition interagency committees under section 125A.22; and
(iv) the interagency early intervention committees under section 125A.259;

(3) financial and other funding programs to be coordinated including medical assistance
under title 42, chapter 7, of the Social Security Act, the MinnesotaCare program under chapter
256L, Supplemental Social Security Income, Developmental Disabilities Assistance, and any
other employment-related activities associated with the Social Security Administration; and
services provided under a health plan in conformity with an individual family service plan or an

(e) A '"standardized written plan" means those individual services or programs, with
accompanying funding sources, available through the interagency intervention service system to an
eligible child other than the services or programs described in the child's individualized education
program or the child's individual family service plan.

Subd. 4. State Interagency Committee. (a) The commissioner of education, on behalf of
the governor, shall convene an interagency committee to develop and implement a coordinated,
multidisciplinary, interagency intervention service system for children ages three to 21 with
disabilities. The commissioners of commerce, education, health, human rights, human services,
employment and economic development, and corrections shall each appoint two committee
members from their departments; and the Association of Minnesota Counties, Minnesota School
Boards Association, the Minnesota Administrators of Special Education, and the School Nurse
Association of Minnesota shall each appoint one committee member.

In addition, interagency agreements or joint powers board agreements may be
developed to establish agency responsibility that ensures that coordinated interagency services are
coordinated, provided, and paid for and that payment is facilitated from public and private sources.
School boards must provide, pay for, and facilitate payment for special education services as
required under sections 125A.03 and 125A.06. County boards must provide, pay for, and facilitate
payment for those programs over which they have service and fiscal responsibility as referenced in
section 125A.023, subdivision 3, paragraph (c), clause (1).
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Subd. 1a. Local governance structure. a) The governing school boards of-the-interagency

early-mterventroncommittees and county boards are responsible for developing and implementing
interagency policies and procedures to coordinate services at the local level for children with

disabilities ages three to 21 under guidelines established by the state interagency committee
under section 125A.023, subdivision 4. Consistent with the requirements in this section and

section 125A.023, the governing school boards ofthe-interagency-early-interventioncommittees

and county boards may organize as a joint powers board under section 471.59 or enter into an

interagency agreement that establishes a governance structure.

Subd. 2. Appropriate and necessary services. (a) Parents, physicians, other health care
professionals including school nurses, and education and human services providers jointly must
determine appropriate and necessary services for eligible children with disabilities ages three to 21.
The services provided to the child under this section must conform with the child's standardized
written plan. The governing school board of an-interagency-earty interventron-committee or county
board must provide those services contained in a child's individualized education program and
those services for which a legal obligation exists.

(b) Nothing in this section or section 125A.023 increases or decreases the obligation of the state,
county, regional agency, local school district, or local agency or organization to pay for education,
health care, or social services.

(c) A health plan may not exclude any medically necessary covered service solely because the
service is or could be identified in a child's individual family service plan, individualized education
program, a plan established under section 504 of the federal Rehabilitation Act of 1973, or a student's
individual health plan. This paragraph reaffirms the obligation of a health plan company to provide
or pay for certain medically necessary covered services, and encourages a health plan company to
coordinate this care with any other providers of similar services. Also, a health plan company may
not exclude from a health plan any medically necessary covered service such as an assessment or
physical examination solely because the resulting information may be used for an individualized
education program or a standardized written plan.
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Sec. 14. Minnesota Statutes 2014, section 125A.08, is amended to read:
125A.08 INDIVIDUALIZED EDUCATION PROGRAMS.

(a) At the beginning of each school year, each school district shall have in effect, for each child
with a disability, an individualized education program.

(b) As defined in this section, every district must ensure the following:

(1) all students with disabilities are provided the special instruction and services which are
appropriate to their needs. Where the individualized education program team has determined
appropriate goals and objectives based on the student's needs, including the extent to which
the student can be included in the least restrictive environment, and where there are essentially
equivalent and effective instruction, related services, or assistive technology devices available to
meet the student's needs, cost to the district may be among the factors considered by the team in
choosing how to provide the appropriate services, instruction, or devices that are to be made part
of the student's individualized education program. The individualized education program team
shall consider and may authorize services covered by medical assistance according to section
256B.0625, subdivision 26. The student's needs and the special education instruction and services
to be provided must be agreed upon through the development of an individualized education
program. The program must address the student's need to develop skills to live and work as
independently as possible within the community. The individualized education program team
must consider positive behavioral interventions, strategies, and supports that address behavior
needs for children with-attention-deficit disorder-orattention-deficit hyperactivity-disorder. During
grade 9, the program must address the student's needs for transition from secondary services
to postsecondary education and training, employment, community participation, recreation, and
leisure and home living. In developing the program, districts must inform parents of the full range
of transitional goals and related services that should be considered. The program must include a
statement of the needed transition services, including a statement of the interagency responsibilities
or linkages or both before secondary services are concluded;

(2) children with a disability under age five and their families are provided special instruction
and services appropriate to the child's level of functioning and needs;
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(3) children with a disability and their parents or guardians are guaranteed procedural safeguards
and the right to participate in decisions involving identification, assessment including assistive
technology assessment, and educational placement of children with a disability;

(4) eligibility and needs of children with a disability are determined by an initial evaluation or
reevaluation, which may be completed using existing data under United States Code, title 20, section
33, et seq.;

(5) to the maximum extent appropriate, children with a disability, including those in public or
private institutions or other care facilities, are educated with children who are not disabled, and
that special classes, separate schooling, or other removal of children with a disability from the
regular educational environment occurs only when and to the extent that the nature or severity of
the disability is such that education in regular classes with the use of supplementary services cannot
be achieved satisfactorily;

(6) in accordance with recognized professional standards, testing and evaluation materials, and
procedures used for the purposes of classification and placement of children with a disability are
selected and administered so as not to be racially or culturally discriminatory; and

(7) the rights of the child are protected when the parents or guardians are not known or not
available, or the child is a ward of the state.

(c) For all paraprofessionals employed to work in programs for whose role in part is to provide
direct support to students with disabilities, the school board in each district shall ensure that:

(1) before or immediately upon employment, each paraprofessional develops sufficient
knowledge and skills in emergency procedures, building orientation, roles and responsibilities,
confidentiality, vulnerability, and reportability, among other things, to begin meeting the needs,
especially disability-specific and behavioral needs, of the students with whom the paraprofessional
works;

(2) annual training opportunities are avatlabte required to enable the paraprofessional to
continue to further develop the knowledge and skills that are specific to the students with whom
the paraprofessional works, including understanding disabilities, the unique and individual needs
of each student according to the student's disability and how the disability affects the student's
education and behavior, following lesson plans, and implementing follow-up instructional
procedures and activities; and

(3) a districtwide process obligates each paraprofessional to work under the ongoing direction
of a licensed teacher and, where appropriate and possible, the supervision of a school nurse.

Sec. 15. [125A.083] STUDENT INFORMATION SYSTEMS; TRANSFERRING
RECORDS.

To efficiently and effectively meet federal and state compliance and accountability requirements
using an online case management reporting system, school districts may contract only for a student
information system that is Schools Interoperability Framework (SIF) compliant and compatible with
the online system for compliance reporting under section 125A.085 beginning in the 2018-2019
school year and later. A district's information system under this section must facilitate the seamless
transfer of student records for a student with disabilities who transfers between school districts,
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including records containing the student's evaluation report, service plan, and other due process
forms and information, regardless of what information system any one district uses.

EFFECTIVE DATE. This section is effective the day following final enactment and applies
to all district contracts with student information system vendors entered into or modified after that
date.

Sec. 16. Minnesota Statutes 2014, section 125A.085, is amended to read:
125A.085 ONLINE REPORTING OF REQUIRED DATA.

(a) To ensure a strong focus on outcomes for children with disabilities informs federal and state
compliance and accountability requirements and to increase opportunities for special educators and
related-services providers to focus on teaching children with disabilities, the commissioner must
customize a streamlined, user-friendly statewide online system, with a single model online form,
for effectively and efficiently collecting and reporting required special education-related data to
individuals with a legitimate educational interest and who are authorized by law to access the data.

(b) The commissioner must consult with qualified experts, including information technology
specialists, licensed special education teachers and directors of special education, related-services
providers, third-party vendors, a designee of the commissioner of human services, parents of
children with disabilities, representatives of advocacy groups representing children with disabilities,
and representatives of school districts and special education cooperatives on integrating, field
testing, customizing, and sustaining this simple, easily accessible, efficient, and effective online
data system for uniform statewide reporting of required due process compliance data. Among other
outcomes, the system must:

(1) reduce special education teachers' paperwork burden and thereby increase the teachers'
opportunities to focus on teaching children;

(2) to the extent authorized by chapter 13 or other applicable state or federal law governing access
to and dissemination of educational records, provide for efficiently and effectively transmitting the
records of all transferring children with disabilities, including highly mobile and homeless children
with disabilities, among others, and avoid fragmented service delivery;

(3) address language and other barriers and disparities that prevent parents from understanding
and communicating information about the needs of their children with disabilities; and

(4) help continuously improve the interface among the online systems serving children with
disabilities in order to maintain and reinforce the children's ability to learn.

(c) The commissioner must use the federal Office of Special Education Programs model forms
for the (1) individualized education program, (2) notice of procedural safeguards, and (3) prior
written notice that are consistent with Part B of IDEA to integrate and customize a state-sponsored
universal special education online case management system, consistent with the requirements of
state law and this section for customizing a statewide online reporting system. The commissioner
must use a request for proposal process to contract for the technology and software needed for
customizing the online system in order for the system to be fully functional, consistent with the
requirements of this section. This online system must be made available to school districts without
charge beginning in the 2015-2016 school year. For the 2015-2016 through26+7-2618 and later
school years, school districts may use this online system or may contract with an outside vendor for
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compliance reporting.

(d) All data on individuals maintained in the statewide reporting system are classified as provided
in chapter 13 or other applicable state or federal law. An authorized individual's ability to enter,
update, or access data must be limited through the use of role-based access codes corresponding to
that individual's official duties or training level, and the statutory authorization that grants access for
a particular purpose. Any action in which data in the system are entered, updated, accessed, or shared
or disseminated outside of the system must be recorded in an audit trail. The audit trail must identify
the specific user responsible for the action, the date and time the action occurred, and the purpose
for the action. Data contained in the audit trail maintain the same classification as the underlying
data affected by the action, provided the responsible authority makes the data available to a student
or the student's parent upon request, and the responsible authority may access the data to audit the
system's user activity and security safeguards. Before entering data on a student, the responsible
authority must provide the student or the student's parent written notice of the data practices rights
and responsibilities required by this section and a reasonable opportunity to refuse consent to have
the student's data included in the system. Upon receiving the student or the student's parent written
refusal to consent, the school district must not enter data on that student into the system and must
delete any existing data on that student currently in the system.

(e) Consistent with this section, the commissioner must establish a public Internet Web interface
to provide information to educators, parents, and the public about the form and content of required
special education reports, to respond to queries from educators, parents, and the public about specific
aspects of special education reports and reporting, and to use the information garnered from the
interface to streamline and revise special education reporting on the online system under this section.
The public Internet Web interface must have a prominently linked page describing the rights and
responsibilities of students and parents whose data are included in the statewide reporting system,
and include information on the data practices rights of students and parents provided by this section
and a form students or parents may use to refuse consent to have a student's data included in the
system. The public Internet Web interface must not provide access to the educational records of any
individual child.

(f) The commissioner annually by February 1 must submit to the legislature a report on the
status, recent changes, and sustainability of the online system under this section.

Sec. 17. Minnesota Statutes 2014, section 125A.21, is amended to read:
125A.21 THIRD-PARTY PAYMENT.

Subdivision 1. Obligation to pay. Nothing in sections 125A.03 to 125A.24 and 125A.65 relieves
an insurer or similar third party from an otherwise valid obligation to pay, or changes the validity
of an obligation to pay, for services rendered to a child with a disability, and the child's family. A
school district shall pay the nonfederal share of medical assistance services provided according to
section 256B.0625, subdivision 26. Eligible expenditures must not be made from federal funds or
funds used to match other federal funds. Any federal disallowances are the responsibility of the
school district. A school district may pay or reimburse co-payments, coinsurance, deductibles, and
other enrollee cost-sharing amounts, on behalf of the student or family, in connection with health
and related services provided under an individual educational plan or individualized family service
plan.
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Subd. 2. Third-party reimbursement. (a) Beginning July 1, 2000, districts shall seek
reimbursement from insurers and similar third parties for the cost of services provided by the
district whenever the services provided by the district are otherwise covered by the child's health
coverage. Districts shall request, but may not require, the child's family to provide information
about the child's health coverage when a child with a disability begins to receive services from
the district of a type that may be reimbursable, and shall request, but may not require, updated
information after that as needed.

(b) For children enrolled in medical assistance under chapter 256B or MinnesotaCare under
chapter 256L who have no other health coverage, a district shall provide an initial and annual written
notice to the enrolled child's parent or legal representative of its intent to seek reimbursement from
medical assistance or MinnesotaCare for the individualized education program or individualized
family service plan health-related services provided by the district. The initial notice must give the
child's parent or legal representative the right to request a copy of the child's education records on
the health-related services that the district provided to the child and disclosed to a third-party payer.

(c) The district shall give the parent or legal representative annual written notice of:

(1) the district's intent to seek reimbursement from medical assistance or MinnesotaCare for
individualized education program or individualized family service plan health-related services
provided by the district;

(2) the right of the parent or legal representative to request a copy of all records concerning
individualized education program or individualized family service plan health-related services
disclosed by the district to any third party; and

(3) the right of the parent or legal representative to withdraw consent for disclosure of a child's
records at any time without consequence.

The written notice shall be provided as part of the written notice required by Code of Federal
Regulations, title 34, section 300.504 or 303.520. The district must ensure that the parent of a
child with a disability is given notice, in understandable language, of federal and state procedural
safeguards available to the parent under this paragraph and paragraph (b).

(d) In order to access the private health care coverage of a child who is covered by private health
care coverage in whole or in part, a district must:

(1) obtain annual written informed consent from the parent or legal representative, in compliance
with subdivision 5; and

(2) inform the parent or legal representative that a refusal to permit the district or state Medicaid
agency to access their private health care coverage does not relieve the district of its responsibility
to provide all services necessary to provide free and appropriate public education at no cost to the
parent or legal representative.

(e) If the commissioner of human services obtains federal approval to exempt covered
individualized education program or individualized family service plan health-related services
from the requirement that private health care coverage refuse payment before medical assistance
may be billed, paragraphs (b), (c), and (d) shall also apply to students with a combination of private
health care coverage and health care coverage through medical assistance or MinnesotaCare.
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(f) In the event that Congress or any federal agency or the Minnesota legislature or any state
agency establishes lifetime limits, limits for any health care services, cost-sharing provisions, or
otherwise provides that individualized education program or individualized family service plan
health-related services impact benefits for persons enrolled in medical assistance or MinnesotaCare,
the amendments to this subdivision adopted in 2002 are repealed on the effective date of any federal
or state law or regulation that imposes the limits. In that event, districts must obtain informed
consent consistent with this subdivision as it existed prior to the 2002 amendments and subdivision
5, before seeking reimbursement for children enrolled in medical assistance under chapter 256B or
MinnesotaCare under chapter 256L who have no other health care coverage.

Subd. 3. Use of reimbursements. Of the reimbursements received, districts may:

(1) retain an amount sufficient to compensate the district for its administrative costs of obtaining
reimbursements;

(2) regularly obtain from education- and health-related entities training and other appropriate
technical assistance designed to improve the district's ability to access third-party payments for
individualized education program or individualized family service plan health-related services; or

(3) reallocate reimbursements for the benefit of students with individualized education programs
or individuat individualized family service plans in the district.

Subd. 4. Parents not obligated to use health coverage. To the extent required by federal law,
a school district may not require parents of children with disabilities, if they would incur a financial
cost, to use private or public health coverage to pay for the services that must be provided under an
individualized education program or individualized family service plan.

Subd. 5. Informed consent. When obtaining informed consent, consistent with sections 13.05,
subdivision 4a; 256B.77, subdivision 2, paragraph (p); and Code of Federal Regulations, title
34, parts 99 and, 300, and 303, to bill health plans for covered services, the school district must
notify the legal representative (1) that the cost of the person's private health insurance premium
may increase due to providing the covered service in the school setting, (2) that the school district

To the extent required by federal law, no school
district may deny, withhold, or delay any service that must be provided under an individualized
education program or individualized family service plan because a family has refused to provide
informed consent to bill a health plan for services or a health plan company has refused to pay any,
all, or a portion of the cost of services billed.

Subd. 7. District disclosure of information. A school district may disclose information
contained in a student's individualized education program, consistent with section 13.32,
subdivision 3, paragraph (a), and Code of Federal Regulations, title 34, parts 99 and, 300, and 303;
including records of the student's diagnosis and treatment, to a health plan company only with
the signed and dated consent of the student's parent, or other legally authorized individual. The
school district shall disclose only that information necessary for the health plan company to decide

(3) measure learning outcomes and create different and innovative forms of measuring
outcomes;

(4) establish new forms of accountability for schools; or

(5) create new professional opportunities for teachers, including the opportunity to be
responsible for the learning program at the school site.

(b) This section does not provide a means to keep open a school that a school board decides
to close. However, a school board may endorse or authorize the establishing of a charter school to
replace the school the board decided to close. Applicants seeking a charter under this circumstance
must demonstrate to the authorizer that the charter sought is substantially different in purpose and
program from the school the board closed and that the proposed charter satisfies the requirements of
this subdivision. If the school board that closed the school authorizes the charter, it must document
in its affidavit to the commissioner that the charter is substantially different in program and purpose
from the school it closed.

(c) An authorizer shall not approve an application submitted by a charter school developer
under subdivision 4, paragraph (a), if the application does not comply with this subdivision. The
commissioner shall not approve an affidavit submitted by an authorizer under subdivision 4,
paragraph (b), if the affidavit does not comply with this subdivision.

Sec. 2. Minnesota Statutes 2014, section 124D.10, subdivision 3, is amended to read:

Subd. 3. Authorizer. (a) For purposes of this section, the terms defined in this subdivision have
the meanings given them.
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"Application" to receive approval as an authorizer means the proposal an eligible authorizer
submits to the commissioner under paragraph €c) (d) before that authorizer is able to submit any
affidavit to charter to a school.

Such authorizers shall consider and approve charter school applications
using the criteria provided in subdivision 4 and shall not limit the applications it solicits, considers,
or approves to any single curriculum, learning program, or method.

te) (d) An eligible authorizer under this subdivision must apply to the commissioner for
approval as an authorizer before submitting any affidavit to the commissioner to charter a school.
The application for approval as a charter school authorizer must demonstrate the applicant's ability
to implement the procedures and satisfy the criteria for chartering a school under this section.

the form and manner requested by the department.

The
term "multiyear rate plan" refers to a plan establishing the rates the utility may charge for each year
of the specified period of years, which cannot exceed three five years, to be covered by the plan. If the
utility proposes a multiyear rate plan, the utility shall provide a general description of the utility's
major planned investments over the plan period.

(1) recovery of the utility's forecast rate base, including its planned capital investments and
investment-related costs, including income tax impacts, depreciation, and property taxes, as well as
forecasted capacity-related costs from purchased power agreements that are not recovered through
section 216B.16, subdivision 7, based on a formula, a budget forecast, a fixed escalation rate,
individually or in combination;

(2) recovery of operations and maintenance expenses, based on an electricity-related price index
or other formula;

(3) tariffed rates and service options to expand the products and services available to customers
to improve energy efficiency, affordability and reliability, renewable energy, grid modernization
and stability, or promote economic development. These tariffs and service options may include
time-of-day or location-based rates, an affordability rate for low-income residential customers, or
a rate for large, energy-intensive customers that demonstrate electric rates impede their ability to
compete in the global market; and

(4) adjustments to the rates approved under the plan for rate changes that the commission
determines to be just and reasonable, including, but not limited to, changes in the utility's cost of
operating its nuclear facilities or other significant investments not contemplated in the plan.

(b) A utility may file a multiyear rate plan based on a prior final rate order from the commission,
provided the rate order was issued within 12 months of submitting a multiyear rate plan, provided
that the plan contains a mechanism for returning excess earnings above the allowed return on equity
to its customers.

(c) A utility may request to implement interim rates for the first and second years of the multiyear
plan. Interim rates may be implemented in the same manner as interim rates under section 216B.16,
subdivision 3.

(d) The commission may approve a multiyear rate plan only if it finds that the plan establishes just
and reasonable rates for the utility, applying the factors described in subdivision 6. Consistent with
subdivision 4, the burden of proof to demonstrate that the multiyear rate plan is just and reasonable
is on the public utility proposing the plan.

tb) (¢) Rates charged under the multiyear rate plan must be based only upon the utility's
reasonable and prudent costs of service over the term of the plan, as determined by the commission,
provided that the costs are not being recovered elsewhere in rates. Rate adjustments authorized
under subdivisions 6b and 7 may continue outside of a plan authorized under this subdivision.

te) (f) The commission may, by order, establish terms, conditions, and procedures for a multiyear
rate plan necessary to implement this section and ensure that rates remain just and reasonable during
the course of the plan, including terms and procedures for rate adjustment.

Subdivision 1. Definitions. (a) For the purposes of this section, the terms defined in this
subdivision have the meanings given them.

(b) "Contribution in aid of construction" means a monetary contribution, paid by a developer
or local unit of government to a utility providing natural gas service to a community receiving that
service as the result of a natural gas extension project, that reduces or offsets the difference between
the total revenue requirement of the project and the revenue generated from the customers served
by the project.

(c) "Developer" means a developer of the project or a person that owns or will own the property
served by the project.

(d) "Local unit of government" means a city, county, township, commission, district, authority,
or other political subdivision or instrumentality of this state.

(e) "Natural gas extension project” or "project" means the construction of new infrastructure
or upgrades to existing natural gas facilities necessary to serve currently unserved or inadequately
served areas.

(f) "Revenue deficiency" means the deficiency in funds that results when projected revenues
from customers receiving natural gas service as the result of a natural gas extension project, plus
any contributions in aid of construction paid by these customers, fall short of the total revenue
requirement of the natural gas extension project.

(g) "Total revenue requirement" means the total cost of extending and maintaining service to a
currently unserved or inadequately served area.

(h) "Unserved or inadequately served area" means an area in this state lacking adequate natural
gas pipeline infrastructure to meet the demand of existing or potential end-use customers.

Subd. 2. Filing. (a) A public utility may petition the commission outside of a general rate case
for a rider that shall include all of the utility's customers, including transport customers, to recover
the revenue deficiency from a natural gas extension project.

(b) The petition shall include:

(1) a description of the natural gas extension project, including the number and location of new
customers to be served and the distance over which natural gas will be distributed to serve the
unserved or inadequately served area;

(2) the project's construction schedule;

(3) the proposed project budget;

(4) the amount of any contributions in aid of construction;
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(5) a description of efforts made by the public utility to offset the revenue deficiency through
contributions in aid to construction;

(6) the proposed method and amount of recovery by customer class and whether the utility is
proposing that the rider be a flat fee, a volumetric charge, or another form of recovery;

(7) how recovery of the revenue deficiency will be allocated between industrial, commercial,
residential, and transport customers;

(8) the proposed termination date of the rider to recover the revenue deficiency; and

(9) a description of benefits to the public utility's existing natural gas customers that will accrue
from the natural gas extension project.

Subd. 3. Review; approval. (a) The commission shall allow opportunity for comment on the
petition.

(b) The commission may approve a public utility's petition for a rider to recover the costs of a
natural gas extension project if it determines that:

(1) the project is designed to extend natural gas service to an unserved or inadequately served
area; and

(2) project costs are reasonable and prudently incurred.

(c) The commission must not approve a rider under this section that allows a utility to recover
more than 33 percent of the costs of a natural gas extension project.

(d) The revenue deficiency from a natural gas extension project recoverable through a rider
under this section must include the currently authorized rate of return, incremental income taxes,
incremental property taxes, incremental depreciation expenses, and any incremental operation and
maintenance costs.

Subd. 4. Commission authority; order. The commission may issue orders necessary to
implement and administer this section.

Subd. 5. Implementation. Nothing in this section commits a public utility to implement a project
approved by the commission. The public utility seeking to provide natural gas service shall notify
the commission whether it intends to proceed with the project as approved by the commission.

Subd. 6. Evaluation and report. By January 15, 2017, and every three years thereafter, the
commission shall report to the chairs and ranking minority members of the senate and house of
representatives committees having jurisdiction over energy:

(1) the number of public utilities and projects proposed and approved under this section;

(2) the total cost of each project;

(3) rate impacts of the cost recovery mechanism; and

(4) an assessment of the effectiveness of the cost recovery mechanism in realizing increased
natural gas service to unserved or inadequately served areas from natural gas extension projects.

eligible energy technologies by the end of the year indicated:

(1) 2010 15 percent
2) 2012 18 percent
3) 2016 25 percent
4) 2020 30 percent:
3) 2025 35 percent
(6) 2030 40 percent.

Sec. 13. Minnesota Statutes 2014, section 216B.1691, subdivision 2b, is amended to read:

Subd. 2b. Off ramps; modification or delay of standard. (a) The commission shall modify
or delay the implementation of a standard obligation, in whole or in part, if the commission
determines it is in the public interest to do so. The commission, when requested to modify or delay
implementation of a standard, must consider:

(1) the impact of implementing the standard on its customers' utility costs, including the
economic and competitive pressure on the utility's customers;

(2) the effects of implementing the standard on the reliability of the electric system,;
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(3) technical advances or technical concerns;

(c) An electric utility requesting a modification or delay in the implementation of a standard
must file a plan to comply with its modified or delayed standard obligation in the same proceeding
that it is requesting the delay.

216B.2401 ENERGY SAVINGS POLICY GOAL.

The legislature finds that energy savings are an energy resource, and that cost-effective energy
savings are preferred over all other energy resources. The legislature further finds that cost-effective
energy savings should be procured systematically and aggressively in order to reduce utility costs for
businesses and residents, improve the competitiveness and profitability of businesses, create more
energy-related jobs, reduce the economic burden of fuel imports, and reduce pollution and emissions
that cause climate change. Therefore, it is the energy policy of the state of Minnesota to achieve
annual energy savings equal to at least +-5 two percent of annual retail energy sales of electricity
and natural gas through cost-effective energy conservation improvement programs and rate design,
energy efficiency achieved by energy consumers without direct utility involvement, energy codes
and appliance standards, programs designed to transform the market or change consumer behavior,
energy savings resulting from efficiency improvements to the utility infrastructure and system, and
other efforts to promote energy efficiency and energy conservation.

Sec. 15. Minnesota Statutes 2014, section 216B.241, subdivision 1, is amended to read:

Subdivision 1. Definitions. For purposes of this section and section 216B.16, subdivision 6b,
the terms defined in this subdivision have the meanings given them.

(a) "Commission" means the Public Utilities Commission.
(b) "Commissioner" means the commissioner of commerce.

(c) "Department” means the Department of Commerce.
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(d) "Energy conservation" means demand-side and supply-side management of energy suppttes
resources resulting in a net reduction in energy use. Load management that reduces overall energy
use is energy conservation.

(e) "Energy conservation improvement" means a project that results in energy efficiency or
energy conservation.

(f) "Energy efficiency" means measures or programs, including energy conservation measures
or programs, that target consumer behavior, facility performance, equipment, processes, operations
and maintenance, or devices designed to produce either an absolute decrease in consumption of
electric energy or natural gas or a decrease in consumption of electric energy or natural gas on a per
unit of production basis without a reduction in the quality or level of service provided to the energy
consumer, or energy use intensity defined as a net reduction in energy consumed per square foot of
a facility.

(g) "Gross annual retail energy sales" means annual electric sales to all retail customers in a
utility's or association's Minnesota service territory or natural gas throughput to all retail customers,
including natural gas transportation customers, on a utility's distribution system in Minnesota. For
purposes of this section, gross annual retail energy sales exclude:

(1) gas sales to:
(i) a large energy facility;

(ii) a large customer facility whose natural gas utility has been exempted by the commissioner
under subdivision la, paragraph (b), with respect to natural gas sales made to the large customer
facility; and

(iii) a commercial gas customer facility whose natural gas utility has been exempted by the

(h) "Investments and expenses of a public utility" includes the investments and expenses incurred
by a public utility in connection with an energy conservation improvement, including but not limited
to:

(1) the differential in interest cost between the market rate and the rate charged on a no-interest
or below-market interest loan made by a public utility to a customer for the purchase or installation
of an energy conservation improvement;

(2) the difference between the utility's cost of purchase or installation of energy conservation
improvements and any price charged by a public utility to a customer for such improvements.

(i) "Large customer facility" means all buildings, structures, equipment, and installations at a
single site that collectively (1) impose a peak electrical demand on an electric utility's system of not
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less than 20,000 kilowatts, measured in the same way as the utility that serves the customer facility
measures electrical demand for billing purposes or (2) consume not less than 500 million cubic feet
of natural gas annually. In calculating peak electrical demand, a large customer facility may include
demand offset by on-site cogeneration facilities and, if engaged in mineral extraction, may aggregate
peak energy demand from the large customer facility's mining and processing operations.

(j) "Large energy facility" has the meaning given it in section 216B.2421, subdivision 2, clause

(1.

(k) "Load management" means an activity, service, or technology to change the timing or the
efficiency of a customer's use of energy that allows a utility or a customer to respond to wholesale
market fluctuations or to reduce peak demand for energy or capacity.

() "Low-income programs" means energy conservation improvement programs that directly
serve the needs of low-income persons, including low-income renters.

(m) "Qualifying utility" means a utility that supplies the energy to a customer that enables the
customer to qualify as a large customer facility.

(n) "Waste heat recovered and used as thermal energy" means capturing heat energy that
would otherwise be exhausted or dissipated to the environment from machinery, buildings, or
industrial processes and productively using such recovered thermal energy where it was captured
or distributing it as thermal energy to other locations where it is used to reduce demand-side
consumption of natural gas, electric energy, or both.

(o) "Waste heat recovery converted into electricity" means an energy recovery process that
converts otherwise lost energy from the heat of exhaust stacks or pipes used for engines or
manufacturing or industrial processes, or the reduction of high pressure in water or gas pipelines.

Sec. 16. Minnesota Statutes 2014, section 216B.241, subdivision 1b, is amended to read:

Subd. 1b. Conservation improvement by cooperative association or municipality. (a) This
subdivision applies to:

(1) a cooperative electric association that provides retail service to its members;

(e) Load-management activities may be used to meet 50 percent of the conservation investment
and spending requirements of this subdivision.

A municipal
power agency or other not-for-profit entity that provides energy service to municipal utilities
that provide electric service at retail may invest in energy conservation improvements on behalf
of the municipal utilities it serves and may fulfill the conservation, spending, reporting, and
energy-savings goals on an aggregate basis, under an agreement between the municipal power
agency or not-for-profit entity and each municipal utility for funding the investments.

(g) Each municipality or cooperative shall file energy conservation improvement plans by June
1 on a schedule determined by order of the commissioner, but at least every three years. Plans
received by June 1 must be approved or approved as modified by the commissioner by December 1
of the same year. The municipality or cooperative shall provide an evaluation to the commissioner
detailing its energy conservation improvement spending and investments for the previous period.
The evaluation must briefly describe each conservation program and must specify the energy savings
or increased efficiency in the use of energy within the service territory of the utility or association
that is the result of the spending and investments.

conservation improvements. Electric utility infrastructure projects must result in increased energy
efficiency greater than that which would have occurred through normal maintenance activity.

(e) An energy-savings goal is not satisfied by attaining the revenue expenditure requirements of
subdivisions la and 1b, but can only be satisfied by meeting the energy-savings goal established in
this subdivision.

(f) An association or utility is not required to make energy conservation investments to attain
the energy-savings goals of this subdivision that are not cost-effective even if the investment is
necessary to attain the energy-savings goals. For the purpose of this paragraph, in determining
cost-effectiveness, the commissioner shall consider the costs and benefits to ratepayers, the
utility, participants, and society. In addition, the commissioner shall consider the rate at which an
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association or municipal utility is increasing its energy savings and its expenditures on energy
conservation.

(b) The report may be submitted jointly or individually to the commission.
(c) The report must:

(1) list specific present and reasonably foreseeable future inadequacies in the transmission
system in Minnesota;

(2) identify alternative means of addressing each inadequacy listed;

(3) identify general economic, environmental, and social issues associated with each alternative;
and

(4) identify incremental investments needed to modernize the existing transmission and
distribution grid, including, but not limited to, two-way meters and communication technologies,
control technologies, energy storage and microgrids, outage management, investments to enable
demand response, and incremental investments to enhance reliability and security against cyber
and physical threats; and

(5) provide a summary of public input related to the list of inadequacies and the role of local
government officials and other interested persons in assisting to develop the list and analyze
alternatives.

(d) To meet the requirements of this subdivision, reporting parties may rely on available
information and analysis developed by a regional transmission organization or any subgroup
of a regional transmission organization and may develop and include additional information as
necessary.

Subd. 3. Commission approval. By June 1 of each even-numbered year, the commission
shall adopt a state transmission project list and shall require, certify, certify as modified, or deny
certification of the projects proposed under subdivision 2. The commission may only certify a
project that is a high-voltage transmission line as defined in section 216B.2421, subdivision 2, that
the commission finds is:

(1) necessary to maintain or enhance the reliability of electric service to Minnesota consumers;
(2) needed, applying the criteria in section 216B.243, subdivision 3; and

Subd. 2. Long-term preparedness. (a) The commissioner shall establish priorities for
Minnesota's long-term preparedness activities, with the primary goal of reducing the consequences
of any energy disruption by increasing Minnesota's resilience to short- and long-term disruptions
of energy delivery to government, commercial, industrial, nonprofit, and citizen energy consumers.

(b) Long-term preparedness goals must also include:

(1) increasing the utilization of Minnesota-derived energy sources;

(2) reducing overall demand for energy through both cost-effective energy efficiency and
conservation activities;

(3) developing new energy production technologies, new consumer-level energy monitoring
mechanisms, and new energy provider business models; and

(4) minimizing consumer and ratepayer costs, and maximizing the economic benefits for the
state as a result of these preparedness activities.

Subd. 3. Emergency energy conservation protocols. (a) The commissioner shall establish
protocols for responding to an energy supply emergency. These protocols must be consistent with
the responsibilities identified in chapter 12, the Minnesota Emergency Operations Plan, the State
All-Hazard Mitigation Plan, and relevant guidelines issued by the National Association of State
Energy Officials.

(b) The protocols must:

(1) include a plan for coordinating information and any required response actions with
private-sector energy providers;

(2) include a plan for providing uniform, timely, and accurate information to the public and to
state agencies with responsibilities for emergency management and disaster response; and

(3) ensure that emergency energy conservation actions by private-sector energy providers
minimize disruption for critical facilities as identified by state and local emergency management
officials.
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(c) Whenever possible, the emergency energy conservation protocols should place a priority on
broader energy conservation activities that reduce the severity and duration of an energy supply
disruption, for the purpose of limiting the number of critical facilities experiencing a complete
disruption of energy at individual facilities.

Subd. 4. Emergency energy allocation protocols. (a) The commissioner shall establish
guidelines and criteria for allocation of energy supplies to critical facilities and priority users,
in the case of a widespread or severe disruption to the state's energy sector. The guidelines and
criteria shall contain alternative conservation actions and allocation plans to reasonably meet
various foreseeable shortage circumstances and allow a choice of appropriate responses, based on
reasonable energy savings or transfers from scarce energy resources.

(b) Consistent with requirements of federal emergency energy conservation and allocation laws
and regulations, the guidelines and criteria must:

(1) require that all individuals, state agencies, local subdivisions of government, businesses, and
public transit agencies requesting emergency allocation of energy resources demonstrate they have
adopted an emergency energy conservation plan and have engaged in energy-saving measures;

(2) ensure maintenance of reasonable job safety conditions and minimize environmental
sacrifices;

(4) prioritize allocating fuel, electricity, and other available energy resources to those critical
facilities identified by state and local emergency management officials;

(5) as necessary, control the use, sale, or distribution of commodities, materials, goods,
or services that will prevent the restoration of adequate energy supply conditions to affected
individuals, state agencies, local subdivisions of government, businesses, and public transit
agencies;

(6) as necessary, determine at what level of an energy supply emergency the Pollution Control

(7) ensure all affected entities maintain their rights to due process, including a fair and equitable
review of complaints and requests for special exemptions.

(f) "Prime supplier" means the producer or supplier now or hereafter making the first sale of
middle distillates or motor gasoline subject to the state set-aside for consumption within the state.

(g) "Propane" means a normally gaseous paraffinic compound that boils at a temperature of
-43.67 degrees Fahrenheit, and is used primarily for heating and cooking. It does not include the
propane portion of any natural gas liquid mixes, including a butane-propane mix.

(h) "Supplier" means any prime supplier or any other firm which presently, or during the last 12
months, supplies, sells, transfers, or otherwise furnishes motor gasoline, distillate oil, and propane
to wholesale purchasers or end users, including but not limited to a refiner, importer, reseller, jobber,
or retailer.

Subd. 4. Priority end user program; declaration. (a) The commissioner may implement the
priority end user program only upon:

(1) declaration of an energy supply emergency under the authority of section 216C.155, or a
declaration of an emergency under chapter 12; and

(2) a finding by the commissioner that (i) major petroleum suppliers are unable to fully satisfy
contractually obligated volumes and have limited customers to a percentage of their historical
purchases or contractual volumes, and (ii) public services and public health and safety are either
interrupted or threatened due to insufficient supplies of petroleum products.

(i1) have a combined annual average load factor in excess of 80 percent; and

(2) any other globally competitive electric utility customer who can demonstrate that energy
costs are a significant portion of the customer's overall cost of production and impedes the customer's
ability to compete in the global market.

(c) "EITE rate schedule" means a rate schedule of an investor-owned electric utility that
establishes the terms of service for an individual or group of energy-intensive, trade-exposed
customers.

(d) "EITE rate" means the rate or rates offered by the utility under an EITE rate schedule.

Subd. 2. Rates and terms of EITE rate schedule. (a) An investor-owned electric utility that
has at least 50 percent of its load from 15 or fewer customers may propose an EITE rate schedule
for commission approval that includes various EITE rate options such as fixed rates, market-based
rates.

(b) Notwithstanding Minnesota Statutes, section 216B.03, 216B.05, 216B.06, 216B.07, or
216B.16, the commission shall approve a proposed EITE rate schedule, if it finds the schedule
provides net benefits to the utility and its customers, considering among other things:

(1) potential cost impacts to the utility customers;

(2) the net benefit to the local or state economy through the retention of or increase to existing
jobs;

(3) a net increase in economic development in the utility's service territory; and

(4) avoiding a significant increase in rates due to a reduction of EITE customer load.

(c) An EITE rate offered by an electric utility under an approved EITE rate schedule must be
filed with the commission. The commission shall review and approve the EITE rate offered by an
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electric utility if it finds the rate provides net benefits to the utility and its customers as described
above. The commission shall make a final determination in any proceeding begun under this section
within 90 days of a miscellaneous rate filing by the electric utility.

(d) Upon approval of an EITE rate, the utility may recover the incremental costs, or refund the
incremental revenues, associated with providing service to a customer under the EITE rate from the
utility's nonenergy-intensive, trade-exposed customers, except low-income residential ratepayers,
as defined in Minnesota Statutes, section 216B.16, subdivision 15.
